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· Manuscripts must be written in English. 
· 10-page length limit, mandatory templates.

· Articles intended for one of the special projects published in pss (c) must be prepared publication-ready (not camera-ready) in a template and according to the journal style, fully formatted and arranged fit for printing (no corrections after acceptance possible). 
· Please prepare your manuscript exclusively as one single DOC, DOCX, RTF, PDF or PS file. You need to embed all figures and tables within this file. 

· Please include about four keywords in your manuscript. They should be comprehensive, reflect the essence and major aspects of the work, and be as precise as possible. Avoid expressions which are not generally known by the physics community, especially abbreviations.

· Fonts: Please use Times New Roman, Times, Arial or Symbol fonts as much as possible. Some fonts (e.g. Asian or Russian characters) may cause problems and should be avoided. 

· Quantities and equations: In the text as well as in equations, figures or tables, physical quantities should be given in italic, vectors in bold italic, units in upright letters. Tabulated functions should be given in upright letters. 
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
